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The Banner Competitive Event is a NJ FCCLA State Event conducted at the Fall Leadership Connection.  It is a chapter or team event in which a group of students can work cooperatively to create a banner as a tool for public relations.

Junior: All chapters/statewide with participants in grades 6-9
Senior: Participants grades 10-12 and subdivided by region:
· Northern Region
· Central Region
· Southern Region

ELIGIBILITY

1. Each chapter may submit one (1) entry in this event.

2. Participation is open to any affiliated FCCLA chapter.

REGULATIONS

1. The banner will be entered in competition at the New Jersey Fall Leadership Conference.  The banner and the index card must be planned and prepared by the participant(s) only.  The banner may be the collaborative effort of chapter.  Up to three members may represent the chapter for recognition purposes.  Three (3) chapter winners from each event category and subdivision will be selected when the banners meet the qualifications.  These banners will be displayed at the State Leadership Conference.

2. The banner must be 34-to-38 inches wide (horizontal).  The vertical dimensions must be 58-to-62 inches long (vertical) including hanging tabs, etc. The banner must be able to be hung with a dowel or rod at the top edge.  The rod/dowel must be included in the banner dimensions.
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The banner will be displayed with the 34-to-38 inch sides parallel to the ceiling and floor.  
   
NOTE:  Diagram is included to help with orientation of the banner.
4. The banner must include:

A. the current FCCLA state theme

B. the current school year

C. the abbreviation:  FCCLA, or the words:  Family, Career and Community Leaders of America.

D. chapters may include the name or abbreviations of their school (optional)
5. Chapters must interpret the current FCCLA New Jersey state theme in developing their banner.   The state theme will be identified in the fall mailing and will be posted on the New Jersey FCCLA website.
6. Quality of construction should be considered when creating the banner.  Banner materials are to be made of fabric.  Suggested banner background materials include heavier fabrics such as felt, burlap, etc.
7. Banners are required to include the official logo/emblem featured in red and white of any size.
8.   A typewritten four (4)-by-six (6) inch index card must be attached to the lower left side of the front  

      of the banner.  The card must contain the following information:

A.  Event category:
· Junior

· Senior  (Identify Region: North, Central, or South)

B. School name

C. A brief materials description of the banner

D. The theme interpretation of the banner not to exceed one hundred (100) words.

Banner may be constructed from heavier fabrics and must fit within the required dimensions:  34” to 38” wide by 58” to 62” long.
