	Each entry must develop each of the three (3) parts of this event which include creating a minimum of one separate activity that recruits members, one separate activity that retains members, and one separate activity that recognizes members. Each of the 3 activities must have a specific objective, a description of the activity, and provide detailed information such as the date, location, and target audience.  The Membership Strategy should not exceed one page. 

	Summary Statement
	Summarize the accomplishments of each specific activity and the overall success of the membership strategy used in this event.  Identify what was learned by the members participating.  The Summary Statement may not exceed two pages.

	National Recognition
	Using the on-line reporting system, chapters will demonstrate proof that they have completed and submitted a minimum of one recognition form for national “Be Part Of It!” recognition that is part of the national Membership Kit.


Visuals
Participants’ displays may include posters, photographs, models, charts, etc.  The display must not exceed 36” deep by 48” wide by 48” high.
