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Lessons in Leadership is a NJ FCCLA State Event that is conducted at the Fall Leadership Connection. It gives an individual or a team the opportunity to demonstrate their knowledge of FCCLA.  It has 2 parts: a multiple choice test and an oral presentation.

EVENT CATEGORIES

Junior:  Grades 6-9

ELIGIBILITY

1. A chapter may submit one (1) entry in each event category.  

2. An entry is defined as one (1) participant or one (1) team comprised of a maximum of three (3) members.

3. Participation is open to any affiliated FCCLA chapter.

4. An event category is determined by a member’s grade in school.

REGULATIONS

1.
Each individual/team will complete an objective examination about the history, mission, purposes, and programs of the organization.  The test will include but is not limited to information found on the New Jersey FCCLA website www.fcclanj.org and the National FCCLA website at www.fcclainc.org.   Each participant will complete the twenty five (25) question examination. The test will be given separate from the oral presentation with time and location to be announced.  Participants will NOT be allowed to bring in pre-written notes or reference materials to the test site.  Participants are expected to cooperate and follow the instructions of the room facilitator prior to and during the testing situation.  Tests will be given to each individual. Tests may be given either electronically or traditionally with paper and pencil. Scores will be averaged for each team. 
2.   The second part of this event includes reciting the FCCLA Creed. During the testing portion of this event, 
teams will be give presentation times. This oral presentation section of Lessons in Leadership encourages   creative and dramatic presentations of the FCCLA creed. The recitation section may be up to two (2) minutes in length and will be conducted by the evaluators. Failure to report to the evaluators on time will result in point deductions. Evaluators will then ask participants questions regarding FCCLA and the organization.
